Safety
Current corridor design lacks 
basic safety features leading 
to a variety of conflicts for 
transportation, business vitality, 
and neighborhood health.

Transportation
Narrow lanes result in conflicts for vehicles and 
buses such as weaving, longer crossing lengths, 
and blind spots. Also, lack of lighting and safe 
pedestrian crossings increase risk of vehicle-
pedestrian collisions.

Emerging Opportunities
Sprague Avenue Phase II Project is an element of the City’s Target Investment Area focus. 
The Goal? To positively impact economic conditions. The project segment is a major linkage 
between Downtown and East Spokane. Providing a safer, calmer and more parkable Sprague 
Avenue provides the foundation for continued physical and economic development and 
opportunities for exciting new enterprises and technological advancements.
